Impact of extension activities 

Govt. Hamidia Arts and Commerce College organizes a number of extension activities to promote 

institute-neighborhood community to sensitize the students towards community needs. The student 

of the college actively participate in the multifarious activities organized in the field of social 

service which leads to the overall development of the students.
